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Neiraku Shoin private school was established in the precincts of Kofukuji Temple. The private school was to meet the needs of training
teachers and was also called Kyouin Densyuu-jo.

The Kyouin Densyuu-jo was renamed Nara Normal School for Primary Education.

Nara Prefectural Normal School for Primary Education was established. The campus for the school was a leased area of a park. The
address of the park was 23 Nobori-Ohji, Oh-aza, Nara-machi. (The inauguration ceremony for the school was held on 18th November
in the same year when it was established.)

Nara Prefectural Normal School for Primary Education was renamed Nara Prefectural Normal School in accordance with Educational
Acts for Normal Schools.

Nara Prefectural Women's Normal School was established. (Accordingly, Women's Department of Nara Prefectural Normal School was
abolished.)

Nara Prefectural Normal School and Nara Prefectural Women's Normal School were nationalized and merged. Both of them, hereby,
were renamed Nara Normal School. All these changes were made in accordance with the amendments for Educational Acts for Normal
Schools.

Teachers' Training Center of Nara Prefectural Young Men's School and Temporary Teachers' Training Department attached to the
school were nationalized and merged. Hereby, they were renamed Young Men's Normal School of Nara Prefecture.

Nara Normal School and Young Men's Normal School of Nara prefecture were merged. Nara University of Liberal Arts, hereby, was
established in accordance with Acts for Establishing National Schools.

University Campus was transferred to Nara "C" Area allotted to American Occupation Forces. University Campus is still situated in the
area (Takabatake-cho).

Nara University of Liberal Arts was renamed Nara University of Education in accordance with the amendments for Acts for Establishing
National Schools (Amendment No.48 in 1967) Training Course for Teachers for Handicapped Children was established.

Graduate School of Education Master's Course was established.

The Ceremony for Centennial Anniversary of Establishment of the University was held.

Special Course for Teachers for Special Education (Postgraduate Course) Major of Education for Emotionally-Disturbed Children was
established.

Integrated Cultural Studies and Sciences Course was established.

Department of Teacher Training and School Education was established. Department of Comprehensive Education was established.
The National University Corporation Nara University of Education was established under the legislation of National University
Corporation Law.

Reorganization of the Graduate School of Education Master's Course.

Special Course for Teachers for Special Education (Postgraduate Course) Major of Education for Emotionally-Disturbanced Children
was renamed Special Course for Teachers for Special Support Education Major of Education for Emotionally-Disturbanced Children
and Developmental Disable Children.

School of Professional Development in Education was established.

Reorganization of the Graduate School of Education Master's Course.

The Ceremony for 120th Anniversary of Establishment of the University was held.

Reorganized the University Affiliated Centers into the Educational and Academic Support Organization.

Reorganization of the Faculty of Education. (Recruited entire admission capacity of 255 students to the Department of Teacher Training
and School Education, and stopped recruiting for the Department of Comprehensive Education.)

Basic Principles for Admission Selection

Based on the Faculty of Education’s Admission Policy, Nara University of Education will grant admission
to students based on general selections (first- and second-round sittings), comprehensive selections,
special selections for returnee students, and special selections for privately-funded foreign students.
For admission by general selection, grades from the Common Test for University Admissions and
university-administered examination, etc., as well as content of assessment reports, will be evaluated
comprehensively.

For admission by comprehensive selection, results of Faculty of Education general selection and
course-specific selection, etc., will be evaluated comprehensively in the first selection, and evaluation
will be based on grades from the Common Test for University Admissions in the second selection.

In the case of the special selections for returnee students, an overall evaluation is made based on a
personal statement, academic results, a short essay, and the results of an interview.

In the case of the special selections for foreign students studying at their own expense, an overall
evaluation is made based on the student's score on a test administered by our university, an interview,
and other factors
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Degree Conferment (Diploma) Policy

In the Faculty of Education, we approve credits for each subject based on the following five abilities. A
degree is conferred on students who have earned the necessary number of credits.

1. The ability to understand issues in modern society, and formulate educational activities [Ability to
formulate educational activities]

Students should be able to formulate educational activities in line with modern educational issues,
based on a wide range of knowledge pertaining to society and school education in modern Japan

2. The ability to understand the development and learning of children [Ability to understand children]
Students should be able to imagine the best approaches to educational practice for promoting the
growth and development of preschoolers and school children, based on fundamental knowledge
regarding the growth, development, and learning of human beings

3. The ability to provide specialized instruction [Ability to provide specialized instruction]

Students should be able to plan and implement instructional/supportive methods appropriate for school
settings, based on fundamental knowledge and skills relating to instruction/support for groups and
individuals, and specialized knowledge and skills relating to the content and instructional materials of
each course of study

4. Ability to relate to diverse people [Ability to communicate]

Students should be capable of appropriate engagement in the education of preschoolers and school
children, based on fundamental knowledge concerning people involved with schools (e.g., parents/
guardians, local residents, teacher colleagues, administrative staff)

5. Ability to advance one's own teaching career [Ability to grow in occupational abilities]

Students should be able to determine their own approach to living and being a teacher, based on their
sense of mission as a teacher and warm-heartedness toward children, and should also be capable
of striving for self-realization while tenaciously confronting new issues pertaining to the teaching
profession

3. The capability to provide individually tailored instruction by integrating educational guidance, student
guidance, and guidance for children requiring special support

Regional Education and Research Hub

This research hub was newly established in fiscal year 2017, to ensure we fulfill and integrate the
important missions of Nara University of Education: training capable teachers, and contributing to the
development/improvement of regional education. The facility acts as a "control tower" for achieving
our objectives—that is, it observes and analyzes educational needs and issues in the local region,
formulates measures in response, and makes proposals in various committees, courses, and other
settings within the university.

It is engaged in tasks such as formulating and implementing Training Programs for Nara University
of Education Instructors to instill the qualities and capabilities needed as an instructor at a teacher's
college, and developing programs to communicate the appeal of the teaching profession to students,
and cultivate the practical education skills that allow graduates to be immediately effective as assets in
the classroom.
